The Parking By-law, 23-064, is enforced through Administrative Monetary
Penalties, By-law 22-044. The penalty for parking on a Township Road during
winter parking restrictions may range from $40.00 to having the vehicle towed
at the owner’s expense. 
If your vehicle has been towed, the license plate number, date and towing
company information will be provided to the OPP and the Township
administration office.
